Refund Policy: Summer Camp activities offered by Chattahoochee Council require significant
planning and purchasing of materials well in advance. These plans include, but are not limited to:
staffing, food, program materials, patches, awards, facility rental, equipment and in some cases,
clothing such as T-Shirts that are provided as part of the program fee. When an individual or unit
makes a reservation, the expenses related to Summer Camp are incurred to support that
reservation.

e Reservations cancelled at least 30 days prior to the first day of an event will receive a 100%
refund.

e Cancellations within the 30 days will receive a 50% refund.

e Cancellations within 7 days, but still prior to the first day, will receive a 25% refund.

e No refunds will be made for cancellations made the day of check-in.

e All refunds will be issued and mailed to the unit and/or individual.

Camp Reservation / Damage Deposit

A $250 deposit is required of each unit attending summer camp. This deposit does not guarantee a
specific campsite. It cannot be applied to the unit balance of any other fees of camp. The deposit
will be refunded after August 1, if campsite is not damaged pending a successful check-out of the
campsite. Also, if you would like to rollover your deposit to 2010 Summer Camp, please submit the
Rollover/Refund Form (Appendix) to the Camp Director prior to departure.
